	5.2 
Police Report
	PC Mark Wilson attended this meeting.  He said that he had been asked (within the force) at short notice to attend and had nothing prepared.  There was some disappointment expressed that this seemed to keep happening.  At every meeting since PC Pennycook has been re-assigned, a different representative for Police Scotland had attended (or no attendance at all).  No relevant information for this CC area was prepared or circulated.  This appears to contrast with what happens at meetings of other community councils (for example Leith Links CC).
PC W asked what sort of information the CC wanted the Police to present to it.  RW suggested that it should be information relevant to the CC area, including information about any trends in crimes omitted and crimes solved.

There was discussion about parking issues in Lindsay Road and in the vicinity of Leith Victoria Primary School.

There was some discussion about a specific issue in the vicinity of Citadel – which was continued to a confidential discussion outside the CC meeting.

The local community Policing details are repeated again as an annexation to these Minutes.

	5.4 Planning Report
	Neil Wilson mentioned two planning applications submitted in the CC area during November.
10 Annfield (“the Annfield Bar”) 13/04927/FUL

Refurbishment involving enhanced food offering with new kitchen facilities and extension of front outdoor area (which is apparently unlicensed and therefore should not be an onsales drinking area)

46 Park Road  13/04849/FUL

This property straddles the LHNCC and Trinity CC areas.  It is probably a greater concern for Trinity CC.  It was suggested that we notify Trinity CC.

The proposal is a change of use from hostel to private residence.  The only concern is some of the features iin the design might be consistent with the operation of car sales.  This has been a recurring problem in the area.
Leith Victoria Primary School was raised.  Apparently the local authority has amended its planning application to include another classroom and the increased building “footprint” will have a material impact on available playground space.  The reason is apparently to do with a two-storey building not being allowed in close proximity to a listed building.
